Article Il. Membership

The membership of the Society shall be regulated as
follows:

a. All the signatories to the Memorandum of Association of the
Society.

b. Such other persons who may be admitted by the Executive
Committee of the Society; Every person shall, on becoming
a member of the Society, sign the roll of members of the
Society, to be kept in a bound register in the office of the
Society and pay an admission fee of Rs. 50 only.

c. Membership shall not be for any fixed tenure.

d. There would be subscription fee of Rs.100/- per year per
member payable in the month of April.

1. Note: No person shall be deemed to be a member or be entitled to
exercise the rights and privileges of a member until he has signed the
roll of members, paid the admissions fee and agrec to the abide by the
Constitution of this Society.

Termination of membership

A member of the society shall cease to be a member if

a) he tenders his resignation in writing to the Society say
voluntarily.

b) A Member dies or leaves or is excluded from the society or
permanently leaves or is absent from two consecutive
General Body Meetings without prior permissions from the
President.
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[image: image2.jpg]¢) The founding members may terminate the the members or
dissolve the governing body at their own after finding the
conduct of their proceedings.

d) The decision of the president will be binding on the members
in case of dispute and will act as Arbitrator and the decision
will be final.

Article I1l. General Body.

All the active and associated members will make the general body.

General body will meet at least once every year. The general body shall

have its President who will also be the president of the Central

Governing Committee. The body shall transact the following business.

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To elect the new office bearers for two years as below from the

active members of the society.

A. President. B. Vice President.

E. Joint secretary ‘ F. Members.

To take stock of the work of the central governing committee.

To prepare general program of work to be carried out such other
matters as are found necessary of the proper working of the
society.

Discuss and Pass the Annual Report presented by Secretary.
Discuss financial matters, peruse the Account, and Pass the
Balance sheet submitted by the Treasurer.

To appoint auditors who will annually audit the associates of the
society.

To discuss and decide all such matters and issues related to the

affairs of the society.
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[image: image3.jpg]The quorum for the general body meeting shall be 1/3 of the members
present in person. The notice for the general body shall be given 10

days before the day of the meeting. The secretary of the central

governing committee in consultation with the president shall issue the

required notice for the general body.

Article _IV. Management.

The Affair of the “SAMARATH”, shall be managed by the governing

council consisting of, The President, Vice President, Secretary,
Treasurer, Joint Secretary and Two Elected members, elected by the
General Body to manage the affair of the society. The governing body
shall have the entire control and management of the business and
affairs of the society and shall have all such powers of society enabling
them generally to carry out the objects of the society as are by the Act
required to be exercised or done by the society in General Meeting. The
Governing Body shall also have the powers from time to time to make,
vary or repeal bye laws for the transaction of the business and affairs
both of the society and of itself, but no byelaws shall be made, varied
or repealed by the Governing body so as to conflict with or revoke any
subsisting objects made by the society.

Without prejudice to the generally, of the foregoing powers, the
Governing body shall, for the promotion and realization of the objects

and purpose of the society has the following powers namely:

a) To acquire immovable property of any tenure mainly in the
union territory of Chandigarh, and in the state of Punjab and
Haryana and

b) Also in any part of India according as the needs of the society,

may require with or without buildings and structures thereby
way of purchases, absolutely or by way of lease, exchange,
gifts or in any other form of acquisition at such rates, terms

and conditions as the Governing body may deem fit.
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To construct such building or buildings and structures as
may be necessary and from time to time improve alter or
extend the same or any parts thereof and to equip the same
with all such plants, machinery, instruments, apparatus,
appliances, amenities as the Governing Body may deem fit.

To employ, suspend, discharge, and dismiss teachers, social

workers, and any other personnel or staff for remuneration or

gratuitously on such terms as the Governing Body may deem
fit.

To solicit, receive, administer and use any gift, donation,
subscription or foundation in kind or money or any other
property, whether subjects to any trust or not for any of the
objects of the society and to undertake and carry out the
offices duties and functions of trustees, managers and
administrators either solely or jointly with another or others
in respect of any gifts, donations trusts, foundations or
property, whether vested in the society or otherwise, not
withstanding that the carrying out of any such trusts may
involve the exercise of powers not specially mentioned therein.
To apply for, receive and utilize any Government, Municipal or
other grants or allowances in connection with any institution,
work activity or property held or conducted by the society or
otherwise and to deal with the same according to the terms
thereof.

To invest and deal with the funds and money of the society,
not immediately require, in such share and securities and the
Governing Body may from time to time at their discretion may
deem fit, and transpose such investments into or for others of
any kind and to lend money and property of the society with
or without security on such terms as the governing body may
think fit and in keeping with the requirements of the State

laws for the time being in force. ®
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To negotiate and enter into any arrangements with any
Government, State, University and Municipality or any other
public authority, body or association which may seem
beneficial or conductive to any object of society.

To borrow or receive money or deposit upon such terms and
with or without security on all or any of the property and
assets of the society, present or future as the Governing body
shall deem necessary or expedient.

To deposit moneys in any bank or banks cither in saving or
current Accounts, Fixed Deposits or Accounts of any other
description and to withdraw such moneys from time to time or
any time in such terms and in such manner as the Governing
Body may deem fit.

To carry on any business whether of a manufacturing or non
manufacturing kind which may seem beneficial or conductive
to any of the objects of the society and cither alone or in
conjunction with another or others and as lactors, trustees or
agents or otherwise and on such terms as the Governing Body
may seem fit,

To draw, endorse, discount and in general deal with bills of
exchange, promissory notes, cheques, bills of lading, railway
receipts, registered or insured letter, warrants, bonds,
debentures, Government, Municipal or Port Trust Loan Notes,
Stocks & Shares, Parcels, Postal receipts, savings certificates,
dock warrants and other negotiable, Commercial or
transferable instruments or securities.

To subscribe to or otherwise aid medical, educational,
cultural, technical or other institutions or objects of a public
character which have a moral or other claim to support or aid

from the society by reason of the locality of their operation or

otherwise. TN N Y /
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To provide for the maintenance and welfare of the members of
the rural churches and the persons employed by or connected
with the society as approved by the governing Body and this
maintenance expenditure shall not be construed as a division
or distribution of profits, income or dividends to the members.
To maintain a Repair Fund to meet the expenses of a capital

nature and to pay into such fund money at such terms and in

such amounts as the Governing Body, may [rom time to time
decide.

To establish and maintain a Reserve Fund/Endowment Fund
such amount as the Governing Body may think fit, for the
promotion of the activities ‘of the Society, including the
maintenance and support of the members of the congregation
and the training of personnel for the purpose of the society.

To establish and maintain or close down branches or
representation of the Society in such places in India and on
such terms as the Governing Body may from time to time
deem necessary or expedient.

To enter into and carry out arrangements for joint working or
for amalgamation with any other association, society or
institution having objects within similar to the objects of the
Society.

To appoint such person or persons as the Governing Body
may deem fit for the purpose of representing the society
and/or governing Body.

To appoint, remove or delegate all or any powers of the
Governing Body to such Committee or Com mittees consisting
of such member or members of the Governing Body and/or
another or others as Governing Body may (rom time to time

deem necessary or expedient.

‘connected with the society and their dependents such as
medical facilities, Provident Fund, Gratuity, Benefits, training
allowance in such manner or other as the society deems fit or
can afford.

v) Generally to do all such things as may b deemed by the
Governing Body to be incidental or conductive to the
attainment of all or any of the objects of the society.

Article V. Advisory Board.

The Governing council may select three or four advisors, who may or

may not be the member of the Society, and they shall give their
valuable advice and guidance to the committee for better faction and
growth of the society, but the council is not bound by the decision of

the Advisory Board.
Article VI. Power and Duties of the Office bearers.

(1) President/Vice President.

(a) He shall preside over all the meeting of the central governing
body as well as of the general body.

(b) He shall convene meeting of the general ody as well as the
executive committee.

(c) He shall have the custody of all books, files seals and such
other office equipment and shall be responsible for the
correspondences.

(d) He shall be the head of the Society and he shall have the
right to make necessary change in the decision of the
general body and central governing committee.

(¢) He shall have the power to execute and register all deeds,
agreements, contracts and all legal documents for and on
behalf of SAMARATH,

() He shall have overall supervisions and control on the office

bearers and members on all activifiééxpf the society.
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(a) He/she shall be responsible to keep the ininute and day-to-
day report of the Society.

(b) He/ she shall be fully responsible for tiie activities of the
Society in the absence of the President.

(c) He/she is responsible for periodical nagazines, prayer
circulars, and activities of the Society, to publish and
distribute to the well wishers and <upporters, prayer
partners and among the members of the «ociety.

(d) He shall convene the meetings of the comnmittee as well as
the general body in consultation with the President.

(e) He shall represent the society in all public, government and
privet office in the absence of the presider t.

3. Treasurer.

(a) The treasurer shall have the charges of control and custody
of the finance and books pertaining there to the society.

(b) He shall maintain the account as per the Law of the

(©

Government of India.
He shall get the account duly audited, and he shall also
present the accounts in its executive cornmittee and to the

general body.

4. Executive Members.

They shall assist the day-to-day work an(| attend the board
meetings as per the invitations. He/she shall perform the

duties entrusted to them by the President of the society.

5. Joint Secretary : He/she be elected to assist the council, institutions

when established and will look after the work of Secretary in

his absence.

6. Financial Year. The financial year of the societ: shall be from 1st

1. The executive committee shall hold all properties
moveable/immovable of the society with the guideline of the
President.

2. They shall control the institutions and arrange all activities of the
society.

3. They shall have power to raise fund, donation from individuals,
institutions and societies, with in India and abroad, for the
society to promote the work of the society.

Article VIil. Meetings.

Section I General Body

a.  General body meeting shall meet once n a year.
b.  Quorum shall be 1/3 of active members.
¢.  Secretary shall give notice of 10 days i1 advance.

Section II. Executive committee meeting.

a. The executive committee shall meet or ce in 4 months.
b.  Quorum shall be three.

¢. Notice shall be given 7 days in advanc -

Article IX. Property.

(1) All property of the “SAMARATH”, moveatle and immovable
shall be vested on the name of the society and administered
by the Governing Body.
(2 If SAMARATH helps to purchase or accept ¢ift from any one, it
shall be registered on the name of the sociely or its President’s
name for the Society.
(3) The property purchased or building constricted by the money
raised by the society, received donations gift, shall be remain
in the name of the society i.e. SAMARATH and no individual
can claim for it. )
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The Tenure of the governing council shall be for 2 years.

Arficle X! Discipline.
(1) The society will not interfere in the personal matters of the

members unless they required.

(2) The society may dismiss a member with 3/5 majority of voting
if he or she :

a. Violate any clause of the constitution or behave in a
manner, which is not benefiting the society.

b.  Find enough evidence his/her involvement in any criminal
activity as per the Law of the country or convicted by the
court.

(3) There shall not be any removal from the membership of the
society unless an one month show cause notice is written, is
given to the person by the President and also afforded
opportunity of being heard.

Afticle XII. Finance Policy.

a. The fund of the society shall keep in a Bank. The Bank Account of
the society shall be in the name of “SAMARATH ” and shall be
operated either by the President or by the General Secretary.

b. The Governing council may raise funds through donation; gifts from
members and well-wishers provided their acceptance does not affect
the indigenous nature of the Society.

¢. All account will be audited and submitted to Govt. Authorities as

per the existing Law of the Country. —

All amounts will be received and accepted by the Treasurer or
President. The President, Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer, Joint
Secretary and Two elected members of the Society, shall govern
financial policy of the Society.

e. Firance can be used for the purpose for which has received and like
purchase of properties, institutions, payment to employees etc.

f. Specially designated fund should be used for that purpose only.

g. Finance for orphanages, children’s home, helping to poor, victims of
natural calamities can be accepted and be used for the purpose for
which it has come, but strictly incipience with the Law if the
Country which may not harm the security, integrity and unity of the
nation.

h. The account will have various head like General fund, Office
Expense, assistance to volunteers etc.

i. The members of the executive committee can check the account on
any day they wish, but the members of the general body is
authorized to see the account on the day of the general body
meeting of the society.

j. The Treasurer will submit the account of the finance to all
authorities concerned as per the say.

k. The Treasurer will not keep more than Rs. 10,000 Ten Thousand in
his personal custody more than one day, but to deposit in the bank
Afc.

Article Xill. Periodical. (News Letter)

The Secretary is responsible to publish the News Letter to keep the
well-wishers, Partners, and Supporters of the society well informed of
the activities and the general needs of the Society.

The Periodical will

a. Not bring out articles, which may cause dispute among the
